· Andy Early Memorial Scholarship  – This scholarship will be given to a student who plans to further their education at an accredited college or technical school.  

· Bernard C. Campbell Scholarship – This scholarship will be given to a student who possesses a willingness and eagerness to serve their school and community while accomplishing academic achievement.  Recipient must be involved in civic, community and extra-curricular school activities and must have maintained a cumulative 2.5 GPA. 

· Carrie Foresee Memorial Scholarship – This scholarship is designed to recognize the well-rounded individual displaying exemplary character.

· Class of 1981 Scholarship – This scholarship will be given to a graduate who plans to further their education, who exhibits financial need, and who has been involved in civic, community and extra-curricular activities.

· Coach Diane Black Athletic Scholarship – This scholarship will be awarded to a graduating female pursuing continued education at an accredited college or university.  The applicant must be or must have been involved in athletics at LSHS and must have demonstrated high academic achievement during high school.

· Ian Drazick Memorial Football Scholarship – This scholarship will be awarded to a graduating senior who attended LSHS during their junior and senior years and who is an active member of the LSHS football team.  The applicant must have been involved in civic, community and extra-curricular activities and provided at least 20 hours of community service during high school.

· Kyle Zammar Scholarship – This scholarship is designed to recognize academic and athletic achievement, exemplary character and involvement in civic, community and extra-curricular activities.

· Larry and Marilee Jansen Scholarship – This scholarship will be awarded to a graduating female pursuing continued education at an accredited college or university with the intention to teach and coach.  The applicant must have been involved in civic, community and extra-curricular activities with an interest in athletics.

· Lee’s Summit Honda/Subaru Scholarship – This scholarship is designed to recognize a graduating senior who plans to further their education and who can demonstrate financial need.  

· Lee’s Summit Teachers Scholarship – This scholarship is designed to recognize academic achievement, character and personality and to provide funds for a college-bound student entering the teaching profession.  Financial need will be considered, but will not necessarily be the determining factor.

· Major Saver Award – This scholarship will be provided to a student who shows evidence of being a well-rounded individual and who displays exemplary character.

· Paul D. Coverdell (1957) Memorial Scholarship – This scholarship will be awarded to an applicant who possesses leadership potential and who has been involved in civic, community and extra-curricular school activities and must have maintained a cumulative 3.0 GPA. 

· Rachel Dent Athletic Scholarship – This scholarship will be awarded to a graduating female pursuing continued education at an accredited college or university.  The applicant must be or must have been involved in athletics and must have demonstrated high academic achievement during high school.

· Ron Belser Athletic Scholarship – This $750 scholarship (renewable one time for the same amount in 2nd year with satisfactory grades) will be awarded to a graduating senior who attended LSHS during their junior and senior years and was active in athletics at LSHS.  The applicant must have been involved in civic, community and extra-curricular activities and maintained a 2.5 GPA.

· Ruth Mitchell Jones Scholarship – This $1,000 scholarship ($250 per year for four years) will be awarded to an applicant who plans to pursue an education degree and who attends a Missouri college.

· Sandra and David Simpkins Scholarship – This scholarship will be given to a graduate who plans to enter the fields of education or nursing/healthcare and who has been involved in civic, community and extra-curricular activities.

· Stepp Into the Future Scholarship – This $500 scholarship will be awarded to an applicant who attended Lee’s Summit Elementary during a portion of their K-6 years and who plans to pursue higher education at a university, college or trade school.  Applicant must have a cumulative 2.5 GPA or above.  
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
