Grant Application Guidelines
The Lee’s Summit Educational Foundation, Inc. offers this grant opportunity to R-7 staff members.  Grant applications must demonstrate creative, innovative and effective ways to meet student needs and increase motivation to learn with measurable results.  Applications will be anonymously reviewed by a committee of elementary and secondary teachers, administrators, parents, local business people, Lee’s Summit citizens and Lee’s Summit Educational Foundation members.

Criteria for Proposal Development
1. Project summary, including how the educational objectives/goals will be met.

2. Relate the identified educational objectives/needs of the project to Missouri Standards.

3.
A description of what the PEAK Grant would provide for students above and beyond what is currently being provided.

4.
An effective evaluation plan to determine PEAK Grant success.

5.
The number of students who will be directly helped through this Grant.

6.
Publicity paragraph for promotional materials.

7.
Itemized budget.

Note:  
Products purchased as a result of a PEAK Grant become the property of the Lee’s Summit School District.  It is expected that 

approved projects will be shared throughout the R-7 District and with Educational Foundation board members.

Procedure

1. Discuss proposed project with building principal/supervisor.

2. Obtain a PEAK Grant application form from your building principal, from the Educational Foundation website (www.lsedfoundation.com) or by calling Sheryl Franke, Foundation Director, at 968-1015 or Kristy Young, Foundation Secretary, at 986-1088.

3. Complete application form according to criteria for proposal development.  Be concise and specific.
4. Timeline to be followed:

a. Applications, with building principal’s signature, forwarded to Sheryl Franke (SLC) by 4:30 p.m. on February 22, 2010.  Applications received after this date will not be considered.
b. Selection made and recipients notified May 6 and 7, 2010.

c. Project implementation may begin upon approval.

d. Mid-Year PEAK Grant progress form to be submitted to Sheryl Franke in December 2010.

e. PEAK Grant final evaluation form to be forwarded to Sheryl Franke within 30 days after completion of the project.

f. The Foundation board and/or the R-7 Board of Education may request a brief presentation.

Funding

1. The Foundation will give strong consideration to proposal requests that involve other elements of the community in either the funding or the implementation of programs that benefit the children of the Lee’s Summit School District.

2. Projects that are the most likely to be funded should:

a. have a direct impact on students and be “special” opportunities.

b. have an impact on students throughout the entire school district.

c. focus on assisting teachers.

d. include minimal amounts of professional time reimbursement.

e. assist the further development and integration of technology into the R-7 District.

3. Projects that are least likely to be funded:

a. benefit very few students.

b. include consumable items.

c. require an on-going obligation from the Foundation.
